CHAPTER 1
INTERPRETATION AND DEFINITIONS

51-1: TITLE:
This Title shall be known, cited and referred to as the "Kildeer Zoning Ordinance”.

5-1-2: INTENT AND PURPOSE:

This Title is adopted for the following purposes:

A.

To promote and protect the public health, safety, morals, comfort and general welfare of the
people.

To divide the Village into zones or districts restricting and regulating therein the location,
erection, construction, reconstruction, alteration and use of buildings, structures and land for
residence, business or other specified uses.

To protect the character and the stability of the residential, planned business and planned
industrial areas within the Village and to promote the orderly and beneficial development of
such areas.

To provide adequate light, air, privacy and convenience of access to property.

To regulate the intensity of use of lot areas, and to determine the area of open spaces
surrounding buildings, necessary to provide adequate light and air, and to protect the public
health.

To establish building lines and the locations of buildings designed for residential, planned
business and other uses within such aress.

To fix reasonable standards to which buildings or structures shall conform therein.

To prohibit uses, buildings or structures incompatible with the character or development or
intended uses within specified zoning districts.




I. To prevent additionsto or alterations or remodeling of existing buildings or structuresin
such away asto avoid the restrictions and limitations imposed hereunder.

J.  Tolimit congestion in the public streets and protect the public health, safety, convenience
and genera welfare by providing for off-street parking of motor vehicles and the loading
and unloading of commercial vehicles.

K. To protect against fire, explosion, noxious fumes and other hazards in the interest of public
health, safety, comfort and general welfare.

L. To prevent the overcrowding of land and undue concentration of structures, so far asis
possible and appropriate in each district, by regulating the use and bulk of buildingsin
relation to the land surrounding them.

M. To conserve the taxable value of land and buildings throughout the Village.

N. To provide for the gradual elimination of nonconforming uses of land, buildings and
structures which are adversely affecting the character and value of desirable development in
each district.

O. Todefine and limit the powers and duties of the administrative officers and bodies as
provided herein.

P. To protect the air water and land resources of the Village from the hazards of pollution.

Q. To protect land and buildings and the lawful uses of land and buildings from natural hazards
including flooding and erosion.

R. To prescribe penalties for the violation of the provisions of this Title, or any amendment
hereto.

5-1-3: INTERPRETATION:

A. Minimum Requirements: The provisions herein shall be held to be the minimum
requirements for the promotion of public health, morals and welfare.

B. Relationship With Other Laws. Where the conditions imposed by any provision herein upon
the use of land or buildings or upon the bulk of buildings are either more restrictive or less
restrictive than comparable conditions imposed by any other provision herein or any other
law, ordinance, resolution, rule or regulation of any kind, the regulations which are more
restrictive (than such easements, covenants or other private agreements), the requirements
herein shall govern.

C. Effect Of Existing Agreements: This Titleis not intended to abrogate any easement,
covenant or any other private agreement, the requirements herein shall govern.



Nothing contained in this Title shall be deemed to be a consent, license or permit to use any
property or to locate, construct or maintain any building, structure or facility, or to carry on
any trade, industry, occupation or activity.

Lawful Buildings, Structure Or Use: No building, structure or use not lawfully existing at
the time of the effective date hereof shall become or be made lawful solely by reason of the
adoption of these regulations, and to the extent that, and in any manner that said unlawful
building, structure or useisin conflict with the requirements. Said building, structure or use
remains unlawful hereunder. (Ord. 76-0-227, 12-2-76)

5-1-4: SEPARABILITY:

It is hereby declared to be the intention of the Village Board that the several provisions of this
Title are separable in accordance with the following:

A.

If any court of competent jurisdiction shall adjudge any provision of this Title to be invalid,
such judgment shall not affect any other provisions not specifically included in said
judgment; and

If any court of competent jurisdiction shall adjudge invalid the application of any provision
of this Titleto a particular property, building or other structure, such judgment shall not
affect the application of said provisions to any other property, building or structure not
specifically included in said judgment. (Ord. 76-0-227, 12-2-76)

5-1-5: RULES OF WORD CONSTRUCTION:

In the construction of this Title, the rules and definitions contained in this Chapter shall be
observed and applied, except when the context clearly indicates otherwise:

A.
B.

Words used in the present tense shall include the future;

Words in the singular number include the plural number, and words in the plural number
include the singular number;

The phrase "used for" shall include the phrases "arranged for"”, "designed for", "intended

for", "maintained for" and "occupied for".
The word "shall" is mandatory and not discretionary.
Theword "may" is permissive.

All measured distances, expressed in feet, shall be to the nearest integral foot. If afractionis
one-half (1/2) or more, the integral foot next above shall be taken. (Ord. 76-0-227, 12-2-76)



5-1-6: DEFINITIONS:
ACCESSORY BUILDING OR USE: A. An "accessory building or use” is one which:
1. Issubordinate to and serves a principal building or principal use;

2. Issubordinate in area, extent or purpose to the principal building or principal use
served,

3. Contributes to the comfort, convenience or necessity of occupants of the principal
building or principal use served; and

4. |slocated on the same zoning lot as the principal building or principal use served with
the single exception of such accessory off-street parking facilities as are permitted to
locate elsewhere than on the same zoning lot with the building or use served.

B. An "accessory use" includes, but is not limited to, the following:
1. A children's playhouse, garden house and private greenhouse;
2. A shed, garage or building for domestic storage;

3. Storage of merchandise normally carried in stock on the same lot with any retail
service or business use, unless such storage is excluded by the district regulations;

4. A nonpaying guest house or rooms for guests within an "accessory building”, provided
such facilities are used for the occasional housing of guests of the occupants of the
principal building and not for permanent occupancy by others as housekeeping units;

5. Servant's quarters comprising part of an accessory garage and solely for occupancy by
a servant or household employee (and his or her family) of the occupants of the principal
dwelling;

6. Swimming pool private, covered or uncovered, for the use by the occupant and his
guests;

7. Off-street automobile parking areas, loading and unloading facilities,

8. Signs (other than advertising signs) as permitted and regulated in each district
incorporated herein;

9. Carports.
ACRE: An acre shall consist of forty three thousand five hundred sixty (43,560) square feet.

ACREAGE: Any tract or parcel of land having an area of one acre or more which has not



heretofore been subdivided or platted.

ADULT BOOKSTORE: An establishment having, as a substantial or significant portion of its
sales or stock in trade, books, magazines, periodicals or films for rent, sale or for viewing on
premises by use of motion picture devices or by coin-operated means, which are distinguished or
characterized by their emphasis on matter depicting, describing or relating to specified sexual
activities, or specified anatomical areas; or an establishment with a substantial or significant
segment or section devoted to the sale or display of such the public as a purveyor of such
materials based upon its signage, advertising, displays, actual sales, presence of video preview or
coin-operated booths, exclusion of minors from the establishment's premises or any other factors
showing the establishment's primary purpose is to purvey such materials.

ADULT ENTERTAINMENT CABARET: A public or private establishment which:
A. Features topless dancers, strippers, or male or female impersonators; or
B. Not infrequently features entertainers who display specified anatomical areas; or

C. Features entertainers who by reason of their appearance or conduct perform in a manner
prurient interest of the patron; or

D. Features entertainers who engage in or are engaged in explicit simulation of specified
sexual activities.

ADULT MOTION PICTURE THEATER: A building or area used for presenting materials
distinguished or characterized by an emphasis on matter depicting, describing or relating to
specified sexual activities or specified anatomical areas for observation by patrons herein.

ADULT NOVELTY STORE: An establishment having a substantial or significant portion of its
sales or stock in trade consisting of toys, devices, clothing, "novelties’, lotions and other items
distinguished or characterized by their emphasis on or use for "specified sexual activities' or
"specified anatomical areas’, or an establishment that holds itself out to the public as a purveyor
of such materials based upon its signage, advertising, displays, actual sales, exclusion of minors
from the establishment's premises, or any other factors showing the establishment's primary
purpose isto purvey such material.

ADULT USE: Adult bookstores, adult motion picture theaters, adult entertainment cabarets,
adult novelty stores, and other similar uses.

AGRICULTURE: All the processes of planting, growing, harvesting of cropsin the open, truck
gardens, flower gardens, apiaries, nurseries and greenhouses.

ALTERATION: Any change in size, shape, character, occupancy or use of a building or
structure.

ALTERATION, STRUCTURAL: Any change which would tend to prolong the life of the



supporting members of a building or structure, such as bearing walls, columns, beams or girders.

ANIMAL HOSPITAL: Any building or portion thereof designed or used for the care,
observation or treatment of domestic animals. Boarding of animalsis not permitted except for
extended medical treatment.

AUTO BODY REPAIR SHOP: Any building, premises, or land where a business is conducted,
which provides collision repair services, including body frame or fender straightening or repair,
and overall painting of double axle, validly licensed motor vehicles. These services shall not
include mechanical repair, maintenance, restoration, or reconstruction, nor the sale, rental, or
storage of automobiles, trucks, trailers, or any other type of vehicle.

AUTOMOBILE GAS STATION: Any premises used for retail sale of gasoline, stored only in
underground tanks, retail sale of lubricating oil or grease for the operation of automobiles,
including sales of minor accessories, and also including a convenience food center/minimart as
an incidental use. Automobile gas station shall not include the servicing of motor vehicles, nor
the sale or storage of motor vehicles or trailers.

AUTOMOBILE SERVICE STATION: A place where gasoline, stored only in underground
tanks, lubricating oil or grease for operation of automobiles are offered for sale directly to the
public, on the premises, and including minor accessories and the servicing of automobiles, but
not including major automobile repairs; and including the washing of automobiles where no
chain conveyor, blower or steam cleaning device is employed. Automobile service stations shall
not include sale, rent or storage of automobiles or trailers (new or used).

AWNING: A rooflike cover, temporary in nature, which projects from the wall of abuilding or
overhangs the public way.

BANKS and FINANCIAL INSTITUTIONS: Commercial banks, currency exchanges, savings
and loan associations, brokerage offices and other similar financial institutions, but not including
loan offices, finance companies and pawn shops.

BASEMENT: A story partly or wholly underground. Where more than one-half (1/2) of its
height is above the established curb level or above the average level of the adjoining ground
where the curb level has not been established, a basement shall be counted as a story for the
purpose of height measurement.

BEACH: That portion of the shoreline of alake or pond both above and below the high water
line which is sanded, pebbled or graveled, and used for activities normally associated with shore
front properties.

BEDROOM: Any room other than aliving room, dining room, kitchen, bathroom, utility room
or family room for the purpose of this Title, shall be considered a bedroom.

BLOCK: A tract of land bounded by streets, or in lieu of a street or streets, by public parks,



cemeteries, railroad rights of way, bulkhead lines or shorelines of waterways or corporate
boundary lines of municipalities.

BOATHOUSE: Any structure designed for the purpose of protecting or storing of boats used in
conjunction with aresidence for noncommercial purposes, and located on the same lot as the
principal building and not for human habitation.

BORROW PIT: Any place or premises where dirt, soil, gravel or other material is removed by
excavation or otherwise below the grade of surrounding land for any purpose other than that
necessary and incidental to grading or to building construction or operation on the premises.

BUILDABLE AREA: The space remaining on a zoning lot after the minimum open space
reguirements have been complied with.

BUILDING: Any structure with substantial walls and roof securely affixed to the land and
entirely separated on all sides from any other structure by space or by wallsin which there are no
communicating doors, windows or openings, and which is designed or intended for the shelter,
enclosure or protection of persons, animals or chattels.

BUILDING, COMPLETELY ENCLOSED: A building separated on all sides from the adjacent
open space or from other buildings or other structures by a permanent roof and by exterior walls
or party walls, pierced only by windows and normal entrance or exit doors.

BUILDING, DETACHED: A building surrounded by open space on the same zoning lot.

BUILDING HEIGHT: The vertical distance measured from sidewalk level, or from its
equivalent established grade opposite the middle of the front of the building, to the highest point
of the roof for flat roofs, or to the deck line for mansard roofs, or to the mean height between
eaves and ridge for gable, hip, and gambrel roofs, or to the highest point of a structure without a
roof. When a building is set back from the street line, then the height of the building may be
measured from the average elevation of the finished lot grade at the front of that building. When
aparapet wall, a penthouse, or any similar structure is located on the roof of a building, the
building height shall be measured to the highest point of said structure if any part of its extends
above the height as measured pursuant to the first sentence of this definition. Chimneys shall not
be considered in determining the height of a building.

BUILDING LINE: The line nearest the front of and across a zoning lot, establishing the
minimum open space to be provided between the front line of a building or structure and the
street right-of-way line.

BUILDING, NONCONFORMING: Any building which does not conform to the regulations
herein prescribing the required yards, coverage, height and setbacks, minimum required spacing
between buildings on a single lot, and minimum required usable open space for the district in
which the building is located.



BUILDING PERMIT: A permit by the Building Commissioner of the Village for the
construction, ateration, removal or demolition of abuilding or structure within the Village.

BUILDING, PRINCIPAL: A nonaccessory building in which the principal use of the zoning lot
onwhich it islocated is conducted.

BUILDING SETBACK LINE: A line parallel to the street line at a distance from it, regulated by
the front yard requirements set up herein.

BUILDING, TEMPORARY : Any building not designed to be permanently located in the place
whereit is or whereit isintended to be placed or affixed.

BULK: Theterm used to indicate the size and setbacks of buildings or structures and location of
same with respect to one another and includes the following:

A. Size and height of buildings;

B. Location of exterior walls at all levelsin relation to lot lines, street or other buildings;
C. All open spaces allocated to the building;

D. Amount of lot area per dwelling unit;

E. Required parking areas.

BUSINESS and PROFESSIONAL OFFICE: The office of an engineer, doctor, dentist, attorney,
real estate broker, insurance broker, architect or other similar professional person, and any office
used primarily for accounting, correspondence, research, editing or administration.

CAR WASH: A building containing facilities for washing motor vehicles using production line
methods with mechanical devices, and excluding self-service mechanical devices, and excluding
self-service car washes.

CARPORT: A roofed-over area attached and/or detached to the principal building for vehicle
storage, which may be open on three (3) sidesiif attached or four (4) sidesif detached.

CELLAR: A story having more than one-half (1/2) of its height below the curb level or below
the highest level of the adjoining ground. A cellar shall not be counted as a story for the purpose
of height measurement.

CLINIC or MEDICAL HEALTH CENTER: An establishment where three (3) or more licensed
doctors of medicine engage in the practice of medicine, operating on agroup or individua basis,
with pooled facilities such as coordinated laboratory, x-ray and allied departments, for the
diagnosis and treatment of humans, which need not but may include a drug prescription counter
(not adrug store) for the dispensing of drugs and pharmaceutical products to the patients of the
said organization. In addition to the above, the medical center or medical clinic may include the



space for the practice of dentistry.

CLUB or LODGE, PRIVATE: A nonprofit association of persons who are bona fide members
paying annual dues, which owns, hires or leases land, a building or portion thereof, the use of
such premises being restricted to members and their guests.

COMMONS: Land areas in a planned development, unoccupied by any structure, other than
those used for recreation or park purposes and incidental purposes; permanently devoted to park,
recreation or open space use by covenants running with the common land, including citizens of
the Village or a property owners association comprised of citizens of the Village as beneficiaries
of such covenants, or dedicated for such purposesto a Municipal corporation with authority to so
use such land; and, not used or computed under this Code as a building lot, a street or travel way
or for parking.

CONFORMING BUILDING or STRUCTURE: Any building or structure which: a) complies
with al the regulations of this Title or of any amendment hereof governing bulk of the district in
which said building or structure is located; or b) is designed or intended for a permitted use or
conditional permitted use, as herein allowed in the district in which it is located.

COURT, OUTER: An open unoccupied space opening onto a street, alley or yard.

CURB LEVEL: Thelevel of the established curb in front of the building measured at the center
of such front. Where a building faces on more than one street, the "curb level" shall be the
average of the levels of the curbs at the center of the front of each street. Where no curb
elevation has been established, the level of the street center line shall be considered the "curb
level".

DECIBEL: A unit of measurement of the intensity (loudness) of sound. Sound level meters
which are employed to measure the intensity of sound are calibrated in "decibels'.

DISTRICT: The areainto which the Village has been divided for which uniform regulations
governing the use, size and intensity of land and buildings and open space about buildingsis
established.

DWELLING: A building or portion thereof, but not including house trailer or mobile home
designed or used exclusively for residential occupancy, including single-family dwelling units,
two-family dwelling units, and multiple-family dwelling units, but not including hotels, motels,
boarding or lodging houses.

DWELLING UNIT: A dwelling unit consists of one or more rooms which are arranged,
designed or used asliving quarters for single-family only. Individual bathrooms and compl ete
kitchen facilities, permanently installed, shall always be included with each dwelling unit.

DWELLING, ATTACHED: A dwelling which is joined to another dwelling at one or more sides



by a party wall or walls.

DWELLING, DETACHED: A dwelling which is entirely surrounded by open space and is not
connected to any other dwelling unit by roof, walls or porches on the same lot.

DWELLING, SEMI-DETACHED: A dwelling joined to one other dwelling by a party wall or
vertical cavity wall, and above ground physically unifying horizontal structural elements.

DWELLING, SINGLE-FAMILY: A dwelling unit designed exclusively for use and occupancy
by one family.

FAMILY : One or more persons related by blood, marriage or adoption, or a group of not more
than four (4) persons (excluding servants) who need not be related by blood, marriage or
adoption, living together and maintaining a common household but not including sororities,
fraternities or other similar organizations.

FLOOD PLAIN: See Chapter 11 of this Title.

FLOOR AREA, GROSS: For the purpose of determining requirements for off-street parking and
off-street loading, the floor area shall mean the sum of the gross horizontal area of the several
floors of the building or portion thereof devoted to such use, including accessory storage areas
located within selling or working space, such as counters, rack or closets and any basement floor
area devoted to retailing activities, to the production or processing of goods, or to business or
professional offices.

However, floor area, for the purposes of measurement for off-street parking spaces, shall not
include floor area devoted primarily for storage purposes. The following areas shall not be
included for the purpose of measurement of off-street parking spaces.

A. Floor area devoted to off-street parking or loading facilities, including aisles, ramps and
maneuvering space;

B. Basement floor area other than area devoted to retailing or service activities or the
production or processing of goods or to business or professional offices.

FLOOR AREA, HABITABLE: Habitable floor areais comprised of all that areathat is heated
living area:

A. Within the outside perimeter of all walls above grade, excluding the garage; or

B. Within the inside perimeter where basement walls are fifty percent (50%) or morein
vertical height above grade; or

C. Within the inside perimeter of a basement where a minimum of twenty five percent
(25%) of that perimeter is at or above grade and has an entry/exit on that wall. This area
shall be calculated in determining required habitable area only to that percent that the



perimeter is at or above grade (e.g., 75 percent of basement walls at or above grade shall
constitute 75 percent of required habitable floor area).

FLOOR AREA RATIO (FAR): Thefloor areaof all buildings and structures on alot divided by
the area of the lot on which they arelocated. The LC Limited Commercia District (Title 5,
Chapter 10A) defines "floor area’ and "lot ared" for use within that zoning district. For the
purposes of determining floor arearatio in residential districts, "floor ared" is defined in
subsection 5-2-2C, Use And Bulk Regulations, Floor Area Ratio, incorporated herein, and "lot
area’' is defined in this Section 5-1-6, Definitions.

FREEWAY : A major highway having no intersections at grade and having fully controlled
access, hence "free" from conflicts and interruptions.

FREQUENCY : The number of oscillations per second in a sound wave measuring the pitch of
the resulting sound.

FRONTAGE: All the property fronting on one side of a street between the two (2) nearest
intersecting streets measured along the line of the street or if dead ended, then all of the property
abutting on one side between an intersecting street and the dead end of the street or the property
on one side of a street between an intersecting street and aright of way, waterway or other
similar barrier.

GARAGE, PRIVATE: Any accessory building or an accessory portion of the principa building
which isintended for and used to store the private passenger vehicles of the family or families
residing on the premises, and in which no business, service or industry connected, directly or
indirectly, with the automobile vehiclesis carried on. Such a garage shall not be used for more
than two (2) commercial vehicles and the load capacity of such vehicle shall not exceed two and
one-half (21/2) tons.

GOLF COURSE: Public, semi-public or private grounds over which the game of golf is played,
including accessory buildings and land uses incidental thereto, and consisting of at |east fifty
(50) acres for each standard nine (9) hole course and twenty five (25) acres for each nine (9) hole
"par 3" course.

GRADE, STREET: The elevation of the established street in front of the building measured at
the center of such front and at the center line of the street. Where no street grade has been
established, the Village Engineer shall establish such street grade or its equivalent for the
purposes of this Section.

GROUND FLOOR AREA: The lot area covered by the principal building measured at grade
from the exterior faces of exterior walls but excluding open porches or terraces, garages or
carports.

GROSS DENSITY': Theratio between total number of dwelling units on alot and total lot area



in acres.

GUEST HOUSE: Living quarters within a detached accessory building located on the same
premises with the principal building for use by temporary guests of the occupants of the
premises. Such quarters shall have no kitchen facilities nor be rented or otherwise used as a
separate dwelling.

HOME OCCUPATION: See Section 5-2-4 of this Title.

KENNEL, COMMERCIAL: Any lot or premises or portion thereof on which more than three (3)
dogs are kept over four (4) months of age, or where more than four (4) cats or other domestic
animals are kept, or where any dog or other domestic animals are boarded for compensation or
kept for sale.

LABORATORY, COMMERCIAL: A place devoted to experimental study such as testing and
analyzing. Manufacturing, assembly or packaging of products is not included within this
definition.

LOADING and UNLOADING SPACE or BERTH OFF-STREET: An open, hard-surfaced area
of land other than a street or public way, the principal use of which isfor the standing, loading
and unloading of motor vehicles, tractors and trailers, to avoid undue interference with public
streets or aleys. Such space shall not be less than ten feet in width, fifty feet in length and
fourteen feet in height (10" x 50" x 14'), exclusive of access aisles and maneuvering space.

LOT: A parcel of land legally described as a distinct portion or piece of land of record.

LOT AREA: The area of a horizontal plane bounded by vertical planes containing the front, side
and rear lot lines but excluding any street, easement for street purposes or right of way.

LOT, CORNER: A lot situated at the junction of and abutting on two (2) or more intersecting
streets; or alot at the point of deflection in alignment of asingle street, the interior angle of
which is one hundred thirty five degrees (135) or less.

LOT COVERAGE: The area of azoning lot occupied by the principal building or buildings and
accessory buildings.

LOT DEPTH: The mean horizontal distance between the front and rear lot lines of alot
measured within the lot boundaries.

LOT FRONTAGE: The front of alot shall be that boundary of alot along a public street; for a
corner lot the owner may elect either street line as the front lot line.

LOT, INTERIOR: A lot other than a corner or reversed corner |ot.

LOT LINE: A property boundary line of any lot held in single or separate ownership, except that
where any portion of the lot extends to the abutting street or alley, the lot line shall be deemed to



be the street or aley line.
LOT LINE, FRONT: The front property line of azoning lot.
LOT LINE, INTERIOR: A sidelot line common with another lot.

LOT LINE, REAR: Thelot line or lot lines most nearly parallel to and most remote from the
front lot lines.

LOT LINES, SIDE: Lot lines other than front or rear lot lines are side lot lines.

LOT OF RECORD: A singlelot which is part of a subdivision, the plat of which has been
recorded in the office of the recorder of deeds of Lake County, Illinois.

LOT, REVERSED CORNER: A corner lot, the rear of which abuts upon the side of another lot,
whether across an alley or not.

LOT, THROUGH: A lot having frontage on two (2) parallel or approximately parallel streets,
and which is not a corner lot. On athrough lot both street lines shall be deemed front lot lines.

LOT WIDTH: The mean horizontal distance between the side lot lines measured within the
boundaries or the minimum distances between the side | ot lines within the buildable area.

MARQUEE OR CANOPY : A rooflike structure of a permanent nature which projects from the
wall of abuilding and may overhang the public way and is designed and intended to protect
pedestrians from adverse weather conditions.

NAME PLATE: A signindicating the name and address of a building or the name of an
occupant thereof, and the practice of a permitted occupation therein.

NET SITE AREA: The area of azoning lot, parcel or tract, excluding boundary rights of way.
NONCONFORMING BUILDING OR STRUCTURE: Any building or structure which:

A. Does not comply with all the regulations of thistitle or of any amendments hereto
governing bulk of the zoning district in which such building or structure is located; or

B. Isdesigned for or intended to be used in a nonconforming manner.

NONCONFORMING USE: The use of land, buildings or structures which does not comply with
all the regulations of thistitle or of any amendments hereto governing the use of the zoning
district in which such use islocated.

NOXIOUS MATTER: Material, gas or vapor which is capable of causing injury to living
organisms by chemical reaction or is capable of causing detrimental effect upon the
psychological, social or economic well being of human beings.

NURSERY/GARDEN CENTER: An outdoor business involved primarily in the sale of plants,



flowers, shrubbery, and other vegetation, which may include the periodic and seasonal planting
and replanting of these types of vegetation pending sale.

OCCUPANCY CERTIFICATE: A certificate issued by the building commissioner stating that
the occupancy and use of land or abuilding or structure referred to therein complies with the
provisions of thistitle.

OCTAVE BAND: A means of dividing the range of sound frequencies into octaves in order to
classify sound according to pitch.

OCTAVE BAND FILTER: An electrical frequency analyzer, designed according to standards
formulated by the American Standards Association and used in conjunction with a sound level
meter to take measurement in specific octave intervals (American Standard for Sound Level
Meters, A.S.A. No. 244, 3-1944).

PARKING AREA, PRIVATE: An open, hard-surfaced area, other than a street or public way,
designed, arranged and made available for the storage of private passenger automobiles only of
occupants of the building or buildings for which the parking areais developed and is accessory.

PARKING AREA, PUBLIC: An open, hard-surfaced area, other than a street or public way,
intended to be used for the parking or storage of passenger automobiles and commercia vehicles
under one and one-half (11/2) tons capacity, and available to the public, whether for
compensation, free or as an accommodation to clients or customers.

PARKING SPACE, AUTOMOBILE: Space within a public or private parking area of not less
than one hundred eighty (180) square feet (9' by 20'), exclusive of access drives or aisles, ramps,
columns or office and work areas, for the storage of one passenger automobile or commercial
vehicle under one and one-half (11/2) tons' capacity.

PARTICULATE MATTER: Material which is suspended in or discharged into the atmosphere
in finely divided form as aliquid or solid at atmospheric pressure and temperature.

PERFORMANCE STANDARD: A criterion to control noise, odor, smoke, toxic or noxious
matter, vibration, fire and explosive hazards, or glare or heat generated by or inherent in uses of
land or buildings.

PLAN COMMISSION: The Plan Commission of the Village, as provided for in Title 2, Chapter
1 of this Village Code.

PLANNED DEVELOPMENT: SeeTitle 5, Chapter 14.

PRINCIPAL USE: The main use of land or buildings as distinguished from a subordinate or
accessory use.

PRIVATE SEWER: A sewer privately owned and not directly controlled by public authority.



PUBLIC OPEN SPACE: Any publicly-owned open areaincluding but not limited to the
following: parks, playgrounds, forest preserves, beaches, waterways, parkways and streets.

PORCH: A roofed-over structure, projecting out from the wall or walls of a main structure and
commonly open to the weather in part.

PUBLIC UTILITY: Any person, firm, corporation or Municipal department duly authorized to
furnish under public regulation to the public electricity, gas, steam, telephone, transportation or
water.

PUBLIC WAY': Any sidewalk, street, highway or other public thoroughfare.

RESTAURANT: Any land, building or part thereof where meals are provided for compensation
including a cafe, coffee shop, tearoom, and dining room, and including the serving of alcoholic
beverages when served with and incidenta to the serving of meals.

RINGLEMANN NUMBER: The number of the area on the Ringlemann Chart that coincides
most nearly with the visual density of smoke emission.

SANITARY LAND FILL: A method of disposing of solid fill by spreading and covering with
earth to a depth of two feet (2) on the top surface and one foot (1) on the sides of the bank.

SETBACK: The minimum horizontal distance between aright-of-way line and the nearest wall
in abuilding or side of a structure facing such a street line or edge of the area of operation of a
principal use when no building or structure is involved.

SIGN: See Title 5, Chapter 20 of this Code.

SMOKE UNITS: The number obtained by multiplying the smoke density in Ringlemann
numbers by the time of emission in minutes. For the purpose of this chart, Ringlemann density
reading is made at least once every minute during the period of observation; each reading is then
multiplied by the time in minutes during which it is observed; and the various products are added
together to give the total number of "smoke units" observed during the total period under
observation.

SOUND LEVEL METER: An instrument standardized by the American Standards Association
for measurement of intensity of sound.

SPECIFIED ANATOMICAL AREAS: For the purpose of defining adult uses, specified
anatomical areas means:

A. Less than completely and opagquely covered human genitals, pubic region, buttock, or
female breasts below a point immediately above the top of the areola; and/or

B. Human male genitalsin a discernible turgid state, even if completely and opaquely



covered.

SPECIFIED SEXUAL ACTIVITIES: For the purpose of defining adult uses, specified sexual
activities means:

A. Human genitalsin the state of sexual stimulation or arousal;
B. Acts of human masturbation, sexual intercourse or sodomy; and/or

C. Fondling or other erotic touching of human genitals, pubic region, buttock or female
breasts.

STABLE: A building where horses are raised or kept for hire or boarded for remuneration.

STORY:: That portion of a building included between the surface of any floor and the surface of
the floor above it or if thereis no floor above, then the space between the floor and the ceiling
next above it. Any portion of a story exceeding fourteen feet (14') in height shall be considered
as an additional story for each fourteen feet (14') or fraction thereof.

STORY, HALF: That portion of abuilding under a gable, hip or mansard roof, the wall plates of
which on at least two (2) opposite exterior walls are not more than four and one-half feet (41/2")
above the finished floor of each story. In the case of the single-family dwellings, two-family
dwellings and multiple-family dwellings less than three (3) stories in height, a half-story in a
sloping room shall not be counted as a story.

STACKING REQUIREMENTS: For the purposes herein, stacking requirements are the number
of carsthat must be accommodated in areservoir space while awaiting ingress or egress to
specified business or service establishments.

STREET (Avenue, Place Road, Lane Or Highway): A public way which affords a primary
means of access to abutting property.

STREET, FRONTAGE: All of the property fronting on one side of a street between two (2)
intersecting streets, or in the case of a dead-end street, all of the property along one side of the
street between an intersecting street and the end of such dead-end street.

STREET LINE: A line separating alot, piece or parcel of land from a street right of way.

STRUCTURE: Anything constructed or erected which requires location on or in the ground or is
attached to something having location on or in the ground, including a fence or free-standing
wall. A sign, billboard or other advertising medium, detached or projecting, shall be construed to
be a structure.

STRUCTURAL ALTERATIONS: See definition of Alteration, Structural.
SWIMMING CLUB, PRIVATE (Commercial): A private club operated for profit, maintaining



and operating a swimming pool apparatus and equipment pertaining to the swimming pool, with
specified limitations upon the number of members for the exclusive use of members and their
guests.

SWIMMING CLUB, PRIVATE (Nonprofit): A private club incorporated as a nonprofit club or
organi zation, maintaining and operating a swimming pool, with specified limitations upon the
number of members limited to residents of a block, subdivision, neighborhood, community or
other specified area of residence, for the exclusive use of members and their guests.

SWIMMING POOL, COMMERCIAL: A swimming pool and the apparatus and equipment
pertaining to the swimming pool, operated for profit, open to the public upon payment of an
hourly, daily, weekly, monthly, annual or other fee.

SWIMMING POOL, PRIVATE: A swimming pool and the apparatus and equipment pertaining
to the swimming pool located on alot as an accessory use to aresidence and maintained by an
individual for the sole use of his household and guests, without charge for admission, and not for
the purpose of profit or in connection with any business operated for profit.

SWIMMING POOL, PUBLIC: A swimming pool and the apparatus and equipment pertaining to
the swimming pool, maintained and operated by a municipality or other units of government for
the genera public whether or not an admission is charged.

TAVERN OR LOUNGE: A building where liquors are sold to be consumed on the premises but
not including restaurants where the principal businessis serving food.

TELECOMMUNICATIONS FACILITIES: The plant, equipment and property including, but
not limited to, cables, wires, conduits, ducts, pedestal's, towers, antennas, electronics, and other
appurtenances used or to be used to transmit, receive, distribute, provide or offer
telecommunications services.

TERRACE OR PATIO: An open paved area designed as access to a building entrance or an
open outdoor living space. Such construction may be level with the surrounding grade or not
more than three feet (3') above such grade.

TOXIC MATERIALS: A substance (liquid, solid or gaseous) which, by reason of an inherent
deleterious property, tends to destroy life or impair health.

USE: The purpose or activity for which land or buildings thereon are designed, arranged or
intended, or for which it is occupied or maintained, let or leased.

USE, PERMITTED: A use which may be lawfully established in a particular district or districts,
provided it conforms with al the requirements and regulations of such district.

USE, PRINCIPAL: The main use of land or buildings as distinguished from subordinate or
accessory uses.



USE, SPECIAL PERMITTED: A use that has operational, physical and other characteristics that
may be different from those of the predominant permitted uses in adistrict, but which isause
that complements or is otherwise compatible with intended overall developments within a
district. Compliance with special standards not necessarily applicable to other permitted or
specia permitted uses in the district shall be required for a special permitted use, as herein
regulated in this Title.

VARIANCE: A relaxation of the terms of this zoning title where such variance will not be
contrary to the public interest and where owing to conditions peculiar to the property and not the
results of the actions of the applicant, aliteral enforcement of these regulations would result in
unnecessary and undue hardship. As used in thistitle, avariance is authorized only for height,
area and size of structure or size of yards and open spaces. Establishment or expansion of ause,
otherwise prohibited, shall not be allowed by variance nor shall a variance be granted because of
the presence of nonconformities in the zoning district or usesin an adjoining zoning district.

VILLAGE: Thevillage of Kildeer, Lake County, Illinois.

Y ARD: An open space on the same zoning lot with a principal building or group of buildings,
which is unoccupied and unobstructed from its lowest level upward to the sky, except as
otherwise permitted herein and which extends along alot line and to a depth or width specified
in the yard regulations for the zoning district in which the zoning lot is located.

YARD, FRONT: A yard extending along the full length of the front lot line between side ot
lines.

YARD, REAR: A yard extending along the full length of the rear lot line between side lot lines.
YARD, SIDE: A yard extending along a side lot line from the front yard to the rear yard.
YARD, SIDE CORNER: A side yard which adjoins a public street.

ZONING ADMINISTRATOR: The zoning administrator appointed by the village president and
board of trustees and such deputies or assistants as have been or shall be duly appointed. That
officer is hereby authorized and it is his duty to administer and enforce the provisions of this
title, making such determinations, interpretations and orders as are necessary thereof and
requiring such plats, plans and other descriptive material in connection with applications for
permits as are necessary for him to judge compliance with thistitle.

ZONING BOARD: The zoning board of appeals of the village, as provided for in title 2, chapter
2 of this code.

ZONING DISTRICT: An area or areas within the village for which the regulations and
requirements governing use, lot and bulk of buildings and premises are uniform.

ZONING LOT: A singletract of land within a single block which (at the time of filing for a



building permit) is designated by its owner or developer as atract to be used, developed or built
upon as a unit under single ownership or control. Therefore, azoning lot may or may not
coincide with alot of record.

ZONING MAP: The map incorporated herein as a part hereof, designating zoning districts. (Ord.
76-0-227, 12-2-1976; amd. Ord. 82-0O-339, 2-1-1982; Ord. 84-0-385, 5-4-1984; Ord. 90-0O-541,
6-5-1990; Ord. 90-O-544, 8-6-1990; Ord. 90-O-560, 12-3-1990; Ord. 91-0-596, 11-4-1991, Ord.
93-0-648, 9-7-1993; Ord. 95-0-681, 1-4-1995; Ord. 95-0O-701, 8-7-1995; Ord. 97-0O-742,
3-6-1997; Ord. 97-0O-754, 9-2-1997; Ord. 02-0O-855, 10-7-2002; Ord. 04-O-894, 3-1-2004)

5-1-7: OFFICIAL COMPREHENSIVE PLAN ADOPTED:

The comprehensive plan dated November 5, 1990, as revised through July 2, 2001, expressly
incorporated herein by reference is hereby adopted as the official comprehensive plan for the
village. (Ord. 91-0-596, 11-4-1991; amd. Ord. 01-O-835, 7-2-2001)

CHAPTER 2
GENERAL PROVISIONS AND REQUIREMENTS

5-2-1: SCOPE OF REGULATIONS:

A. Change In Structures Or Use: Except as may otherwise be provided, all buildings erected
hereafter, all uses of land or buildings and structures established hereafter, all structural
alterations or relocation of existing buildings and structures occurring hereafter, and all
enlargements of or additions to existing uses occurring hereafter, shall be subject to all
regulations herein which are applicable to the zoning district in which such buildings, uses
or land shall be located.

B. Nonconforming Buildings, Structures And Uses: Any lawful building, structure or use
existing at the time of the effective date hereof may be continued, even though such
building, structure or use does not conform to the provisions herein for the district in which
it islocated, and whenever adistrict shall be changed hereafter, the then existing lawful use
may be continued, subject to the provisions in Chapter 16 of this Title.

C. Building Permits: Where a building permit for a building or structure has been issued in
accordance with law prior to the effective date hereof, and provided that construction has
begun within ninety (90) days of such effective date and diligently prosecuted to
completion, said building or structure may be completed in accordance with the approved
plans on the basis of which the building permit was issued, and further may, upon
completion, be occupied under a certificate of occupancy by the use for which originally




designated, subject thereafter to the provisions of Chapter 16 of this Title. (Ord. 76-0-227,
12-2-76)

5-2-2: USE AND BULK REGULATIONS:

A. Use: No building, structure or land shall hereafter be used or occupied and no building or
part thereof or other structure shall be erected, raised, moved, reconstructed, extended,
enlarged or altered except in conformity with the regulations herein specified for the district
inwhich it islocated.

B. Bulk: All new buildings and structures shall conform to the building regulations established
herein for the district in which each building shall be located, except that parapet walls,
chimneys, cooling towers, elevator bulkheads, fire towers, stacks and necessary mechanical
appurtenances shall be permitted to exceed the maximum height provisions when erected in
accordance with all other ordinances of the Village. (Ord. 76-0-227, 12-2-76)

C. Floor AreaRatio: The following shall be included in the calculation of floor areafor the
purposes of determining floor arearatio in residential zoning districts:

1. All gross sguare footage of each floor above grade. A maximum of sixty four (64) total
sguare feet shall be excluded from this computation for balconies or similar projections that
arefour feet (4') deep or less.

2. All gross square footage of attached garages.

3. That gross square footage of detached garages exceeding four hundred forty (440) square
feet. This shall include that portion of unfinished or finished garage attics with a clearance
of seven feet (7') or morein height.

4. Roofed porches, including areas with open roof trellises.

5. Open porches, across all or part of the elevation of a house facing a street, that are greater
than eight feet (8" deep.

6. Sheds and gazebos, whether permanently fixed to the ground or freestanding.

7. That gross sgquare footage of a basement with aceiling in excess of three feet six inches
(3'6") above grade.

8. Those portions of house attics, finished or unfinished, that have a clearance equal to or
greater than seven feet (7') in height, even if the space is interrupted with crossties or has a
truss design.

9. Open wood decks if the floor is more than three feet six inches (3'6") above grade.

10. Sun or other decks with rails higher than three feet six inches (3'6") on any floor of the



house.

11. Balconies, chimneys, bay windows, etc., and portions of a second floor that cantilever
over open-walled first floor yards shall be counted as two (2) stories (see subsection C1
above).

12. Open courtyards surrounded by eighty five percent (85%) or more by perimeter walls.
13. The sguare footage of interior stairwells for each floor within which they are located.

14. Those portions of cathedral ceilings that are fourteen feet (14') or more in height shall be
counted as two (2) stories.

Floor Area Ratio Guidelines And Intent:

1. Background: Effective December 5, 1994, by action of the Village Board, the Zoning
Regulations of the Village Code were amended to include FAR restrictionsin residential
zoning districts. Prior to this action by the Village Board, this subject was discussed by the
Plan Commission at several public meetings and at a public hearing, held on October 19,
1994. The Village instituted FAR regulations for the primary goal of ensuring the size and
scale of buildings and structures relate harmoniously to the size of the lot on which they are
located, as well as to the surrounding neighborhood.

2. Regulated Development: All buildings and structures developed within R-1 and R-2
Single-Family Residence Districts, excluding cluster and townhome planned devel opments,
are required to comply with the FAR restrictions as provided for in this Title of the Village
Code, Zoning Regulations. In each case, the maximum FAR allowed is 0.30. The following
guidelines were prepared to ensure compliance with these regulations and to provide
additional information on the calculation of floor arearatio.

3. Review And Approval:

a. A completed floor area ratio worksheet (see below) isrequired for each lot on which a
new building or structure is proposed or on which modifications are proposed to an
existing building or structure (i.e., additions) that would increase the floor area from that
which presently exists.

b. Copies of plats of survey, building plans, and other drawings as necessary to
demonstrate the basis of computations, must accompany the completed floor arearatio
worksheet. Additional support documentation shall be submitted as required by the
Village to complete the review.

c. Worksheets prepared in conjunction with the construction of anew residential home
or shed/gazebo, etc., must be certified by an engineer or architect. Worksheets prepared
in conjunction with an addition to an existing building/structure do not require



certification. All other applications require certification by an engineer or architect as
determined necessary by the Building Commissioner.

d. All completed worksheets and support documentation must be submitted to the
Village with a building permit application.

e. Upon receiving a completed worksheet with all necessary support documentation, the
Building Commissioner, or appointed designee, shall within two (2) weeks determine
whether the proposed improvements comply with the applicable FAR requirements.

5-2-3: LOT COVERAGE:

A.

Maintenance Of Y ards, Courts And Other Open Spaces. The maintenance of yards, courts
and other open spaces and minimum lot arealegally required for a building shall be a
continuing obligation of the owner of such building or of the property on whichit islocated,
aslong asthe building isin existence. Furthermore, no legally required yards, courts or
other open space or minimum lot area allocated to any building, shall by virtue of change of
ownership or for any reason be used to satisfy yard, court or other open space, or minimum
lot area requirements for any other building.

Division Of Zoning Lots: No improved zoning lot shall hereafter be divided into two (2) or
more zoning lots unless all improved zoning lots resulting from each such division shall
conform with all the applicable bulk regulations of the zoning district in which the property
islocated.

Location Of Required Open Space: All yards, courts and other open spaces allocated to a
building or dwelling group shall be located on the same zoning lot as such building or
dwelling group.

Required Y ards For Existing Buildings: No yards now or hereafter provided for a building
existing on the effective date hereof shall subsequently be reduced below, or further reduced
below, if already lower than the minimum yard requirements of this Title for equivalent new
construction.

Permitted Obstructions: The following shall be considered, except in the LC Limited
Commercial District, permitted obstructions in required yards as follows:

F. Vision Clearance, Corner Lots: No building or structure hereafter erected and no planting or
other obstruction to the vision of drivers of motor vehicles shall be located:

In any residential district exceeding a height of three feet (3") above the street grade within
twenty five feet (25') of the intersecting street lines bordering corner lots. (Ord. 95-0-681,
1-4-95)

5-2-4: HOME OCCUPATIONS:



Any gainful occupation or profession engaged in by the occupant of a dwelling not involving the
conduct of aretail business, manufacturing business, or arepair shop of any kind on the
premises, and not including any occupation conducted in any building on the premises excepting
the building which is used by the occupant as his private dwelling.

Home occupations further shall not include the employment of more than one person in the
performance of such services.

There shall be no exterior display, no exterior sign except as alowed in the sign regulations for
the district in which such home occupation is located, and there shall be no exterior storage of
equipment or materials used in the home occupation.

Home occupation includes but is not limited to the following: art studio, dressmaking,
professional office of a clergyman, lawyer, physician, dentist, architect, engineer or accountant,
when located in adwelling unit occupied by the same.

However, home occupation shall not be construed to include the following: clinic or hospital,
barber shop, beauty parlor, commercia stable or kennel, tourist home, real estate office or
restaurant. (Ord. 76-0-227, 12-2-76)

5-2-5: LOT AREA AND DIMENSION:

A. Contiguous Parcels: When two (2) or more parcels of land, each of which lacks adequate
area and dimension to qualify for a permitted use under the requirements of the use district
in which they are located are contiguous and are held in one ownership, they shall be used
as one zoning lot for such use.

B. LotsOr Parcels Of Land Of Record: Any single lot or parcel of land, held in one ownership,
which was of record at the time of the effective date hereof that does not meet the
requirements for minimum lot width and area may be utilized for a permitted use; provided,
that yards, courts or usable open spaces are not less than seventy five percent (75%) of the
minimum required dimension of areas. (Ord. 76-0-227, 12-2-76)

5-2-6: ACCESSTO PUBLIC STREETS:

Except as otherwise provided for herein, every building shall be constructed or erected upon alot
or parcel of land which abuts upon a public street, unless a permanent easement of accessto a
public street was of record prior to the effective date hereof. (Ord. 76-0-227, 12-2-76)

5-2-7: NUMBER OF BUILDINGSON A ZONING LOT:

Except in the case of planned development, not more than one principa detached residential
building shall be located on aresidential lot, nor shall a principal detached residential building



be located on the same zoning lot with any other principal building. (Ord. 76-0-227, 12-2-76)

5-2-8: REZONING OF PUBLIC AND SEMI-PUBLIC AREAS:

An areaindicated on the Zoning Map as a public park, recreation area, public school site,
cemetery or other similar open space shall not be used for any other purpose than that
designated, and when the use of the areais discontinued, it shall automatically be zoned to the
most restricted adjoining district until appropriate zoning is authorized by the Village Board of
Trustees within three (3) months after the day of application filed for rezoning. (Ord. 76-0-227,
12-2-76)

5-2-9: ACCESSORY BUILDINGSAND USES:

A. Location: All accessory buildings and uses shall comply with the following yard
requirements, except as allowed by subsection 5-2-3E herein, Permitted Obstructions. When
afront yard setback is required, no part of an accessory building or accessory use shall be
located closer than seventy five feet (75") to the front lot line. When a side yard setback is
required, no part of an accessory building or accessory use shall be located closer than thirty
five feet (35') to the side lot line along such side yard setback. When arear yard setback is
required, no part of an accessory building or accessory use shall be located closer than thirty
five feet (35') to the rear lot line or to those portions of the side lot line abutting such
required rear yard setback. In aresidential district, no detached accessory building shall be
closer than ten feet (10') to the principal building. No accessory building or accessory use
shall be located in arequired yard or required setback in the LC Limited Commercial
District.

B. Time Of Construction: No accessory building or structure or accessory use shall be
constructed on any lot prior to the start of construction of the principal building to which it
IS accessory.

C. Height Of Accessory Buildings And Uses: No accessory building or portion thereof or
accessory use shall exceed the height of the principal building. However, in no case shall the
height exceed fifteen feet (15").

D. Floor Area: The aggregate floor area of all accessory buildings or accessory uses shall not
exceed thirty percent (30%) of the floor area of the principal building. (Ord. 95-0-681,
1-4-95)

5-2-10: TEMPORARY BUILDINGS:

A. A temporary rea estate office may be operated in a permanent structure such as a model
home, as long as the structure otherwise fully conforms with all applicable ordinances, to be



utilized in conjunction with a new housing development, limited to the selling or renting of
new unitsin such development, but in no case to be in operation for more than one year
following completion of construction of said housing development.

A temporary real estate office may be operated in a nonpermanent structure such as amobile
home or sales trailer provided that a permit shall be secured therefor prior to the structure
being situated or utilized as areal estate office and provided that all of the following criteria
are satisfied:

1. Permits shall issue for a period of one year. A permit may be renewed yearly by the
Village Board upon reasonable cause shown.

2. The hours of operation of the real estate office shall be limited to between nine o'clock
(9:00) A.M. to five o'clock (5:00) P.M. Monday through Saturday and from eleven
o'clock (11:00) A.M. to five o'clock (5:00) P.M. on Sunday.

3. Thelocation of the structure must fully comply with the setback requirements for
accessory buildings as set forth in subsection 5-2-9A.

4. If the road or roads which provide access to the structure have been accepted by the
Village, then adequate off-street parking of not less than four (4) vehicle spaces shall be
provided.

5. Sanitary facilities shall be installed and maintained in full conformity with Lake
County Health Department standards.

6. The use of generatorsis prohibited.

7. Sufficient landscaping, subject to approval by the Architecture Committee, shall be
provided to screen the structure from view from residential structures not within the
development.

8. The size, location, elevation and appearance shall be subject to the review and
approval of the Architecture Committee prior to the issuance of a permit. The
Architecture Committee shall ensure that the structure shall not adversely impact on
residential homes not within the devel opment.

9. In the event that subsequent to issuance of a permit, any of the foregoing criteria are
not satisfied or the permittee violates any of said criteria, then the Village Board may, at
its election, revoke the permit. (Ord. 83-0-368, 7-12-83)

10. Annual fee for temporary real estate office is five hundred dollars ($500.00). (Per
Board Policy Motion 3-3-86)

B. Subsequent to the issuance of a building permit, temporary buildings for construction
purposes may be allowed in any district for a period not to exceed the completion date of



such construction. (Ord. 76-0-227, 12-2-76)

5-2-11: PERFORMANCE STANDARDS:

The performance standards shall also apply to all residential or planned devel opment districts.
(Ord. 76-0-227, 12-2-76)

5-2-12: EXISTING SPECIAL USES:

Where auseis classified as a specia use and exists as a permitted use at the effective date
hereof, it shall be considered alegal special use, without further action of the Village Board of
Trustees, the Zoning Administrator, the Board of Appeals or the Plan Commission. (Ord.
76-0-227, 12-2-76)

5-2-13: USESNOT SPECIFICALLY PERMITTED IN DISTRICT:

When a useis not specificaly listed in the sections devoted to permitted uses, it shall be assumed
that such uses are hereby expressly prohibited unless by awritten decision of the Plan
Commission it is determined that said use is similar to and not more objectionable than uses
listed. Such uses may then be permitted. (Ord. 76-0-227, 12-2-76)

5-2-14: SPECIAL PROVISIONS; EQUINE ANIMALS:

A. Application: No equine animal shall be kept or boarded and no accessory building used for
the keeping, training or the like of an equine animal shall be hereafter erected or altered
within any R-1 or R-2 District, except in conformity with the regulations established and set
forth in this Section. (Ord. 76-0-227, 12-2-76)

B. Minimum Lot Area, Limitation On Number Of Equine Animals:

1. No equine animal shall be housed or kept overnight (sunset to sunrise) on alot less than
eighty thousand (80,000) square feet in area.

2. Not more than two (2) equine animals shall be housed or kept overnight (sunset to
sunrise) on alot of more than eighty thousand (80,000) square feet in area, but less than one
hundred sixty thousand (160,000) square feet in area.

3. Not more than four (4) equine animals shall be housed or kept overnight (sunset to
sunrise) on alot of one hundred sixty thousand (160,000) square feet in area or more.

4. All definitions of lot sizes shall be exclusive of road easements. (Ord. 82-0-338, 1-4-82)
C. Limitation Of Keeping Equine Animal And Exercise: No equine animal and no corral, ring



or enclosure for the containing of an equine animal shall be kept, located or maintained
closer than thirty five feet (35') from any lot line.

D. Accessory Buildings And Exercise Area:

1. No accessory building used for the housing, training or keeping of an equine animal shall
be located:

a Closer than sixty feet (60") from any lot line.
b. Closer than ten feet (10') to the nearest septic field or drain field tile line.

2. No equine animal exercise ring, corral, pasture or other open areafor training or keeping
of equine animals shall be located over any septic tank or drain field tile line. All such areas
shall be suitably fenced so asto contain the equine animal in such a manner as to protect
adjoining properties from trespass by the equine animal and to provide protection without
danger or injury to the animal itself.

E. Exception: The provisions of this Section shall not apply to alot in excess of two hundred
seventeen thousand eight hundred (217,800) square feet in area devoted to farm or
agriculture uses. (Ord. 76-0-227, 12-2-76)

5-2-15: SPECIAL PROVISIONS; SWIMMING POOLS:

A. Definition Of Aboveground Pool: An "aboveground pool™ isaswimming pool other than a
pool which has been constructed of concrete, is completely subsurface and is permanent in
nature.

B. AreaRestricted: It shall be unlawful to erect, construct or maintain an aboveground pool as
an accessory use within the Village in any area zoned R-1, R-2, PD-1, PD-2 or PD-3.

C. Removal, Time: Sinceit has been determined by the Village Board that the average useful
life of aboveground poolsis not in excess of seven (7) years, present existing aboveground
pools which have been fully installed before the effective date hereof shall be dismantled
and completely removed on or before seven (7) years from the effective date hereof.

The Village Board may, upon written application of an owner of an aboveground pool
which was fully installed prior to the effective date hereof who is alleging substantial
hardship, allow said applicant such additional time as the Board, in its discretion, deems
provident; providing, that the Board takes into consideration the dangers and health risks
involved in extending the period of time for the utilization of such nonconforming use
beyond the seven (7) year period.

D. Penalty: Any person violating this Section shall be subject to afine not less than twenty five
dollars ($25.00) nor more than five hundred dollars ($500.00) for each offense, and a



separate offense shall be deemed committed on each day during or on which aviolation
occurs or continues. (Ord. 78-0-259, 4-6-78)

5-2-16: WATERSHED DEVELOPMENT:

The Watershed Devel opment Ordinance heretofore adopted on September 14, 1994 appliesto al
matters coming within the terms of this Title, except as may be expressly delimited by that
Ordinance.

5-2-17: NATURAL AREA MANAGEMENT:

5-3-2: ZONING MAPS:




The boundaries of the zoning districts are established as shown on the map entitled "Official
Zoning Map of Kildeer, Illinois’, which Map is made a part hereof, and shall have the same
force and effect as if the Zoning Map, together with all notations, references and other
information shown thereon were fully set forth and described herein.

5-3-3: INTERPRETATION OF DISTRICT BOUNDARIES:

When uncertainty exists with respect to the boundaries of the various districts as shown on the
Zoning Map, the following rules shall apply:

A. Didtrict boundary lines are either the center lines of railroads, highways, streets, alleys or
easements, or the boundary lines of sections, quarter-sections, divisions of sections, tracts or
lots, or such lines extended unless otherwise indicated.

B. Inareas not subdivided into lots and blocks, wherever adistrict isindicated asa strip
adjacent to and paralleling a street or highway, the depth of such strips shall bein
accordance with the dimension shown on the map measured at right angles from the center
line of the street or highway, and the length of frontage shall be in accordance with
dimensions shown on the map from section, quarter-section or division lines, or center lines
of streets, highways or railroad rights of way unless otherwise indicated.

C. Wherealot held in one ownership and of record on the effective date hereof isdivided by a
district boundary line, the entire lot shall be construed to be within the less restricted district;
provided, that the construction shall not apply if it increases the less restricted frontage of
the lot by more than twenty five feet (25).

5-3-4: ZONING OF PUBLIC WAY S

All streets, public ways and waterways, if not otherwise specifically designated, shall be deemed
to be in the same zone as the property immediately abutting on such streets, public ways and
waterways. Where the center line of a street, public way, waterway serves as a district boundary,
the zoning of such areas, unless otherwise specifically designated, shall be deemed to be the
same as that of the abutting property up to such center line.

5-3-5: ZONING OF UNCLASSIFIED AND ANNEXED LAND:

Any land whose classification is not shown on the Zoning District Map and land hereafter
annexed to the Village shall be automatically classified asin the R-1 Single-Family Residence
District until differently classified by amendment. (Ord. 76-0-227, 12-2-76)

CHAPTER 4



R-1 SINGLE-FAMILY RESIDENCE DISTRICT

5-4-1: PURPOSE:

The R-1 District is established to encourage the orderly transition of land from agricultural to
low-density residential use; to provide areas well suited as to location and topography; to meet
the market demands for large lots; and to prohibit any uses which are incompatible. The
principal use of land is for single-family dwellings on large lots where minimum community
services may be appropriate. (Ord. 76-0-227, 12-2-76)

5-4-2: PERMITTED USES:

5-4-3: SPECIAL USES:

The following uses may be allowed by special use permit in accordance with the provisions of
Chapter 17 of this Title:

5-4-4: OFF-STREET PARKING:
Automobile parking facilities shall be provided as required or permitted in Chapter 13 of this



Title. (Ord. 76-0-227, 12-2-76)

5-4-5: MINIMUM LOT SIZE:

Every single-family dwelling hereafter erected shall be located on alot having an area of not
less than one acre, and a width at the established building line of not less than one hundred
fifty feet (150 and a minimum lot depth of one hundred seventy five feet (175"). Private
septic systems are prohibited for any ot less than one acre.

All nonresidential principal uses of buildings as permitted herein shall be located on a tract
of land having an area of not less than one acre with a minimum width of one hundred fifty
feet (150") at the building line.

Minimum lot sizes for special uses shall be prescribed and conditions stipulated at the time a
special use permit is authorized, but in no case shall any such lot have an area of less than
one acre and awidth at the established building line of one hundred fifty feet (150'). (Ord.
76-0-227, 12-2-76)

5-4-6: YARD AREAS:

No building shall be erected or enlarged unless the following yards are provided and maintained
in connection with such building structures or enlargement:

5-4-7: MAXIMUM LOT COVERAGE:

5-4-9: BUILDING HEIGHT:



No building or any other structure shall exceed aheight of thirty five feet (35') or two and
one-half (21/2) stories, whichever islower.

5-4-10: GROUND FLOOR AREA:

Dwellings (single-family) shall have a minimum habitable floor area of not less than two
thousand five hundred (2,500) square feet. Dwellings of more than one story shall have a
minimum ground floor habitable area of not less than one thousand five hundred (1,500) square
feet.

CHAPTER 5

B BUSINESS DISTRICT
